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Objectives: (Students will)

· Identify objects in a particular environment.
· Create a hidden object drawing.
· List objects to look for in their drawings.

TEKS, Art:

· Perception: identify variations in objects and subjects from the environment using the senses.  
· Creative expression: Create effective compositions, using design elements and principals. 
· Historical/cultural heritage: Identify stories and constructions in a variety of artworks.
· Response/evaluation: Define reasons for preferences in personal artworks. 
Motivation:

· View and discuss hidden object images.
· Have students point out objects.

Instruction: 
· View and discuss hidden object images.
· Show examples of project and do a demonstration.
· Pass out the 12”x18” paper.
· Having the students place their paper horizontally and begin to draw their environments.
· Add objects to the picture. The objects really depend on what environment you chose the students to render. For example if they draw a cityscape they can include cars, people, and so on.  Another example could be an underwater environment they could include fish, seaweed, etc. 
· After the students have finished drawing their environments and adding their objects. Pass out the thin black marker and have them go over their pencil lines. 

· Once they have gone over all their pencil lines pass out Colored pencils or crayons
· Fill the page with color.
· Have students create a look for list. This should include objects from their drawings. 
· Display their art works all together and post their look for list below them. 
· Have students search for each other’s objects. 
Activity:

· Students will draw and color an environment in which they will place certain objects to be found.  The students will then create a look for list to accompany their work while it is being displayed. 

· Extension: Have students do a collaborative environment containing hidden objects.  
Vocabulary:
· Environment:  the circumstances, objects, or conditions by which one is surrounded.
· Object: something material that may be perceived by the senses.
· Variety: different types of things.
· Texture: the surface quality or "feel" of an object.
· Perspective: The technique artists use to project an illusion of the three-dimensional world onto a two-dimensional surface.
Materials: 
· Pencils/ erasers

· Colored pencils or crayons
· White paper 12”x18”

· Fine point black markers

· Teacher-made PowerPoint

Resources:

· Any hidden object books, such as the I Spy or Where’s Waldo series. 
· Pictures of various objects for students to look at. These depend on what type of environment you want the students to create. 

· Any Artwork that displays a scene with lots of objects within it that one could list to find.
Closure:

· Ask questions about different environments? - What did they learn today?
· Have students search for each other’s objects. 
Assessment: (To what extent did students)
· Identify objects in a particular environment?
· Create a hidden object drawing?

· List objects to look for in their drawings?
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
