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Grade: 5th grade or higher
Objectives: (Students will)

· Create and mask out of recycled materials and found objects. 
· Discuss found object art.
· Reflect on their Identities with their mask.
TEKS, Art:

· For 5th grade: 

· Perception: Communicate ideas about feelings, self, family, school, and community, using sensory knowledge and life experiences. 
· Creative expression: Combine information from direct observation, experience, and imagination to express ideas about self, family, and community. 
· Historical/cultural heritage: Compare cultural themes honoring history and traditions in American and other artworks.
· Response/evaluation: Analyze personal artworks to interpret meaning. 
Motivation:

· Look at and discuss images of found object art and masks. 
Instruction:

· Show pattern images of found object art and masks.
· Show a teacher made example. 
· Place boxes of found materials on each table.
· Have students compose and arrange their masks. 
· Approve the mask designs; make sure they have included an item that reflects their identity. 
· Use the hot glue gun to assemble the mask for the students. (Do not let students use hot glue guns for safety reasons.)
· Once mask are assembled let students add finishing touch such as paint or other materials.
· Once everyone is finished their masks, have students share and discuss them.
Activity:

· Students will create an original mask out of recycled materials and found objects. While also trying to incorporate items that will reflect their identities.
Vocabulary:

· Found Object Art:  An image, material, or object, not originally intended as a work of art, which is obtained, selected, and exhibited by an artist, often without being altered in any way. 

· Identity: refers to the essence of a self-conscious person, that which makes him or her unique.
Materials:

· Hot glue guns w/glue sticks

· Pencils/ erasers
· Assorted found objects 
· Assorted paints
· Teacher-made PowerPoint
· Construction paper

· Glue / scissors

Resources:

· Any images of found object art and masks.
Closure:

· Ask questions about found object art and masks - What did they learn today?
· Have them share their work.
Assessment: (To what extent did students)
· Create and mask out of recycled materials and found objects?

· Discuss found object art?

· Reflect on their Identities with their mask?
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
