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Objectives: (Students will)

· Utilize repeating patterns.
· Effectively create a repeating pattern using stamps.
· Add color to the backgrounds.
· Discuss A B / A B C pattern.
TEKS, Art:

· For  Kindergarten:
· Perception: Identify colors, textures, forms, and subjects in the environment.
· Creative expression: Arrange forms intuitively to create artworks.
· Historical/cultural heritage: Identify simple subjects expressed in artworks.
· Response/evaluation: Relate art to everyday life.
· For 1st grade: 

· Perception: Identify similarities differences and variations among subjects, using the senses.
· Creative expression: Places forms in an orderly arrangement to create designs.

· Historical/cultural heritage: Identify the use of art in everyday life.
· Response/evaluation: Express ideas about personal artworks.
Motivation:

· Look at and discuss artwork containing repeating patterns.
· I will make simple drum patterns on my drum machine/keyboard and students will repeat the patterns by stomping their feet and clapping their hands.
· Have a few students play the flash game of Simon. The flash game is a computer version of the popular electronic game, which is no longer produced in its original form. It is a game that test rhythm and memory skills by matching colors and tones. Simon became a pop culture symbol of the 1980s. 
Instruction:

· Show pattern artworks and discuss. 
· Have the students stand up behind their chairs and repeat the drum patterns.
· If I have time ask for a volunteer to come up and play the Simon flash game.
· Do a demonstration of stamping patterns.
· Pass out the materials.
Activity:

· Students will use the stamps to create patterns on their paper. For example let’s say they have a star, circle, and a square stamp.  They stamp in a line circle, circle, star, and a square the next step in this pattern would be a circle. To make this more challenging color repetition could be added. For example green circle, green circle, red star, green circle.
· Extension: Rotate stamp pad colors around the room at regular intervals (5mins?) to allow students more color use.
Vocabulary:

· Pattern: The repetition of anything — shapes, lines, or colors
· Rhythm: A visual tempo or beat.
Materials:

· Keyboard or drum machine (if possible)

· Stamps of various shapes or symbols

· Washable Ink/paint of various colors, Stamp pads
· Paper- 12” x 18” White
· Crayons
· Teacher-made PowerPoint

· Any artworks that show repeating pattern.
