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Objectives: (Students will)

· Produce a series of relief prints.
· Explore various mark making techniques with the gouge tool.
· Render a celebrities portrait, they will block in values on a light box.
TEKS, Art:

· For 6th grade:

Motivation:

· Look at and discuss various relief print images.
Instruction:

· Show various images relief print images.
· Show a teacher made example. 
· Have student choose the image they want to carve out.  (Original drawing, picture from a magazine, etc.)
· Take image to the light box and have students start blocking off values. Create positive and negative spaces. 
· Approve portraits, and transfer the drawings to the blocks with carbon paper.
· Demonstrate how to make cuts in the block and how to print
· Have the students cut and print their blocks
· Have a critique 
Activity:

· Students will develop a series of relief prints, which will display a portrait of a celebrity. They will explore positive and negative space and will include various mark making techniques with the gouge tool
Vocabulary:
· Relief printing: the image to be transferred to paper (or other surface) is raised above the surface of the printing plate. Ink is applied to the raised surface then rolled or stamped onto the substrate. The relief printing process is similar to using an inkpad and stamp.
· Positive space: refers to the shapes of objects
· Negative space: refers to the shapes around objects
· Undercutting: To create an overhang by cutting material away from, as in carving.

· Brayer: is a hand roller used in printmaking techniques to spread ink or to offset an image from a plate to paper.
· Gouge: refers to one of several types of cutting tools, in addition to its meaning as a verb (the action of cutting or scooping with or as with a gouge)

· Various  Printing Inks
· Linoleum Blocks

· Cutting tools/  Gouges
· Brayers

· Carbon Paper

· Oil & cleaners for inks

· Paper / Pencils
· Wooden Spoons

· Pictures of pop stars
· Light boxes
